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Agenda Item No. 4:- Proposal for 3
videos (one 5 minutes video + 2 short
duration videos) on "Swasth Nari
Vikasit Bharat". '

This Authority, in association with all
unit holders, had organized & women
health check up and health awareness
programme under theme "Swasth Nari
Vikshit Bharat' at BFC Building in
SEEPZ SEZ from 19.12.2023 to
05.01.2024 wherein over 10000
women employees at SEEPZ were
benefited. To showcase the outcome at’
various forums in a professional
manner and as a souvenir of this
event, it is necessary to have videos of
better quality. Based on the previous
experience of M/s Green- Signat

Entertainment, who made the videos

of Mega CFC and NEST 1 project for
presentatidn_ before Honle Prime
Minister at the inauguration of these
projects, quotation was asked for 3
videos (One 5 minute video + 2 short
duration videos) of Rs 4,00,000 for
making these videos. '

Decision: - After deliberation, the

Committee approved the proposal for
procurement of 3. vidéos (one 5
minutes video + 2 short duration
videos) on 'Swasth Nari Vikshit
Bharat" from -M/s .Green Signal
Entertainment as they had proved
their competence and professionalism
by providing quality video in recent
past at a very short notice for Mega
CFC and NEST 01 inauguration. .

Agenda Item No. 5:- Approval for
additional works and items beyond the
Tender BoQ at Mega CFC. -

During the Constraction and Interior
works, it was observed that some

works were not part of the BoQ or the

BoQ quantities were not sufficient to
complete the works. Since the works
are to be completed in .a time bound
manner, the Contractors were asked to
carry out the works and submit the
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details/quantities before the Tender
Evaluation Committee for examination

~ and decision in the matter as per the

terms and conditions of RFP/Contract
Agreement. All decision taken by TEC
in the mattér of Mega CFC have been
placed before Authority for
confirmation.

Decision: - After deliberation, -the
Authority confirmed the decision taken
by TEC in respect of additional work
and/ or additional quantity for the
Mega CFC project. Further, Authority
decided that TEC is empowered to take
decisions of such nature and these
matters should be put up- before
authority for information only.

Agenda Item No. 6:- Proposal for
formation of Cooperative Society for
SDFE-VIII regarding operational and
maintenance issues. :
SDF VII unit holders have reported a
number of issues regarding the
operation and maintenance of the SDF
VIII building and have also suggested
that they wish to form a co-operative
society that will look after the day-to-
day operation and maintenance of the
building.

Decision: - After deliberation, the
Authority directed to obtain a legal
opinion for formation of society in
govt. leased building and till then
allowed the unit holder to undertake
the day to day maintenance of the
building on their own without affecting
the structure of the building.

Agenda Item No. 7:- Comprehensive
repair/ . replacement of whole fire
system &_its DG Set at BFC Building.

BFC Building was constructed - by
MIDC in 2009 and is maintained by .
SEEPZ SEZ Authority with technical
guidance from MIDC. MIDC, being SPA
for SEEPZ, was asked to provide the
DPR on 29.06.2023 for execution of

ot
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the work. Accordingly, they have
conveyed a tentative estimate for
Repair of BFC Building Fire System &
its DG Set amounting to approx. Rs.
72, 28,000/-. _

Meeting was conducted with Shri. V.N
Supanekar (Disaster Management
Consultant) after his inspection of BFC
Bldg. and as per his opinion, it
requires a holistic exercise right from
changing DG Set, fire pipes to fire
extinguishers, sprinklers, fire alarm
system, etc. Looking at the exhaustive
work required to be carried out, he has
advised to proceed with DPR
submitted by MIDC. '

Decision: - After  deliberation, the
Authority approved the proposal for -

Comprehensive repair/ replacement of

whole fire ystem & it’s DG Set at BFC
Building.

Agenda Item No. 8:- Proposal for on
boarding of PSU PMC - M/s. WAPCOS
Limited. for works at SEEPZ, SEZ
Andheri (E), Mumbai.

. The Expression'_ of Interest for

engagement of PSU for works in terms
of Rule 133 (3) of GFR 2017 was
published on CPP Portal on 14t
December, 2023 and was opened on
07t December, 2023. The Eol received
a total of 06 (Six) applications. The
Tender - Evaluation Committee
evaluated the applications submitted
by the bidders and after due
deliberation decided with consensus to
engage M/s. WAPCOS ltd for the
desired works in Eol. '

Decision: - After deliberation, the

Authority approved the proposal for on .
boarding of PSU PMC - M/s. WAPCOS
Limited for works at SEEPZ, SEZ.
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Agenda Item No. 9:- Award of
Security manpower contract to M/s
SPSPL  and  information — about
complaint against them by L2 bidder
M/s. SISPL.

The Authority was informed about the
awarded of Security man power service
coniract to M/s SPSPL as a L1 bidder.
But the L2 bidder complainied about
the L1 bidder's documents. M/s
SPSPL  provided justification and
corfirmed the authenticity of the BMC
license. However, the service provider
admitted to a typographical error in

‘the Bombay Shop and Establishment

License application, apologizing and
ensuring future mistakes will not
occur.

Authority was also mformed about
ancther issue régarding the
threatening call received from Mr.
Chetan Singh, who claims to be the
Sr. Marketing Manager at G7 Security
Services and M/s SPSPL have filed
police complaint against Mr. Chetan
Singh in this regard.

Decision: After = deliberation, . the
Authority noted the updates in respect
of security Manpower Contract.

Agenda Item No. 10:- Request for
waiver of interest and penalty levied on
all outstanding charges i.e. rental
dues, maintenance charges, service
charges etc. -

8 Units had disputed the issuance
of recovery mnotices/orders/Eviction
orders before the Court of law vide
Misc Appeals which were subsequently
disposed off vide Judgment dated
22.12.2020 with similar observation
and matters were remanded back to
SEEPZ SEZ Authority with -directions
to consider the material before them
and pass a reasoned  order.

Iy
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Accordingly after personal hearing,
speaking ~orders  were issued.

However, out of the total 8 units only 3
Units have preferred Misc. Appeal
before City Civil Court Mumbai
challenging the said orders passed by
Estate Officer w.r.t. execution of
sublease agreement and the payment
of cutstanding dues towards the lease’
rent. The other 5 Units have made the
payment as per the directions.

The Authority was informed that some.
Unit. holders vide letter ~ dated
01.02.2024 requested for waiver of
interest and penalty levied on all

 putstanding charges i.e. rental dues,

maintenance charges, service charges

ete. and also to those units which did

not receive any eviction order from the
SEEPZ SEZ Authority.

Decision: - The issue was discussed
at length from various aspects. Waiver
of interest and its benefits over
litigation were also discussed. Further
Authority discussed Rule 7(6) of SEZ
Authority Rules, 2009 which specifies
that- . _ .

“Authority shall have the powers to
write off irrecoverable lease rent,
licence fee and other user charges in
respect of assets and services Provided
that any write-off losses beyond the
sum of rupees one lakh shall be with
prior-  approval of the Central
Government.” :

As per above provision . it was
discussed that the write off above Rs 1
Lakh are subject to the approval from .
Ministry, however the rule mentions of
rent, license fee and other user
charges -and there appears 1O
applicability . on  "interest" and
Authority discussed  levy of interest’ is
not a part of this clause. However,
Development Commissioner suggested
that for uniformity of any benefits,
there is a requirement of envisaging a
proper scheme. And all such matters
should be dealt with uniformly.
Therefore, it was decided that in order
to put an end to the ongoing litigations
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by sorme unit  holders over
interpretation of rent of their premises
based on an allotment letter issued to
them by MIDC, an Amnesty scheme
should be formulated on lines of
various other Govt. departments, for
waiver of interest on pending dues,
which is not barred by SEZ Authority

Rules and also to recover ~the block

funds of the Authority. The said
scheme should be -placed before
Authority in its next meeting. It should
also cover the other unit holders
whose rent, are also due without
equating them with the litigants: This
scheme should be perceived as a
progressive decision = taken by
Authority in the interest of trade
facilitation at SEEPZ and should be
oné time measure for a brief period of
30 days. It was also decided to take a
legal opinion in this matter. -

Agenda Item No. 11:- Updated status
on the issuance of Recovery Notices
under sub-section (3) of Section 7 of
the Public Premises (Eviction of
Unauthorized Occupants) Act, 1971
dated 05.12.2023.

The Authority was informed that
renit/BMC/Service Charges/Fire Cess
are to be collected from the Unit
Holders for usage of the premises
located in SDFs, G&J Complex, Tower
&I, Multistoried Bldgs. and Plots.

' However, some of the Unit holders had

not paid huge outstanding rental dues
inspite of repeated requests made to
them. Hence Recovery Notices were
jssued to 18 nos. of Unit Holders on
05.12.2023 whose outstanding dues
were more than Rs. 5 lakhs and
pending more than 6 months.
Authority was also appraised that PH

is peing granted and Units are being
© requested to make the payment. - '
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Decision: - After deliberation, the
Authority noted the updated status on
the issuance of Recovery Notices and
action injtiated accordingly.

Table Agenda Item No.l:- Updated
Status on the implementation of
PRAVESH Gate pass system.

The Authority was informed about the

Phase wise Implementation of Pravesh
Application. It was also informed that,
the source codes with the changes
made in the application till Ist

February 2024 have been handed over

to ADC IT on 05th February 2024 and
kept in store room custody. The source
codes for subsequent updates will be
handed over as soon as developer i.e.
M/s VAMS Safeguard Pvt Ltd updates
the system. .

It was iterated that' Old Gate Pass
application has been discontinued
from 1st February 2024. The balance
amount in Unit’s old gate pass system
wallet and the proportionate amount
of valid old gate passes of unit
employees which are discontinued
after the implementation of PRAVESH -
Galepass system to be transferred in-
Unit’'s New Pravesh Gatepass System
Wallet.

It was apprised that the proposal for
procurement of = additional hardware
requirement at gate no. 1, 2 & 3. for
implementation of PRAVESH . Gate
pass system was approved in the 62nd
Authority meefing held on 09th Aug
2023 with an approx. cost of Rs.
7,00,000/-. Initial hardware required
had been purchased and  test
implementation of application has
been done. : :
