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Subject: Issuance of Privilege Pass for Directors/Partners/Proprietors of SEEPZ Units
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In pursuant to the request made by
the Trade Representative Authority Members
during the 69th and 70th Authority Meetings
of SEEPZ Authority, it has been decided to
issue one ‘Privilege Pass’ per unit for the
Director/Partner/ Proprietorto facilitate
their seamless entry into SEEPZ SEZ. This
decision aims to honor their valuable
participation in the export promotion efforts
of the SEEPZ-SEZ, Mumbai.

The ‘Privilege Pass’ is being given to
those few who have contributed to the growth
of SEEPZ in any manner. It is being
considered by the administration as
recognition of the contribution of wealth
creators in the growth of SEEPZ.

A. For Unit Holders:

These passes will be issued by the
Development Commissioner on the request of
the Entrepreneur and the following criteria
will be adopted:

1. Fulfilling any one of the following
conditions-
i. Exports of over Rs.
preceding financial year.

500 Cr in

ii. Employment to over 500 persons.

ii. Members of SEEPZ Authority.

iv. Ex-Members of SEEPZ Authority.
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v. Chairman of GJEPC/EPCES.
Vi. President of SGJMA.

vii. Ex-Chairman of GJEPC/EPCES (Last
S years).
viii.  Ex-President of SGJMA (Last 5 years).

iX. President of SEEMA.

x. Ex-President of SEEMA (Last 5 years).

Following additional conditions shall
apply to all—

1. No Authority dues pending.

2. No sub lease agreement pending.

3. No FE beyond permissible limits
pending.
4. No case of DRI/DGGI/GST/ED.

5. No dispute with SEEPZ Authority of
whatsoever nature.

6. Annual Fees of Rs. 10,000/- per pass.

1. Request Submission:
Each unit may submit the request
nominating one Director /Partner/
Proprietor of their unit in the following
format:
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The ‘Privilege Pass’ holder’s vehicle will not
be checked on routine basis. However, as

per directions from the competent
authority, random checks may be
conducted.
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3. Privilege Pass Scope:

The ‘Privilege Pass’ will be applicable only

for vehicle checking and when the
Director /Partner /Proprietor is present in
the vehicle to save their valuable time.
However, the Director/Partner/ Proprietor
must show their Gatepass at the SEEPZ
gate.

4. Non-Presence of Director/Partner

[/Proprietor:
If the vehicle has the ‘Privilege Pass’ but
the exempted Director/Partner/Proprietor
is not present in the vehicle, normal
security checking procedures will be
followed.

5. Undertaking by Director/Partner
/Proprietor:
The Director /Partner/Proprietor must

submit an undertaking stating:

“I undertake that the vehicle no.
does not possess any
undeclared dutiable goods or
objectionable objects. If any such goods
or objectionable objects are found during
random checking, the Authority may
take appropriate action, and I shall be
fully responsible for the same”
B. For Security Section:

1. Courteous Behaviour
All Privilege pass holders shall be treated
with utmost courtesy and respect.

2. Gatepass and Vehicle Checking:

Only the person’s Gatepass should be
checked. If the Privilege pass holder
(Director/Partner/Proprietor) is in the
vehicle, the vehicle shall not be checked
unless specific instructions are received from
an officer not below the rank of Assistant
Development Commissioner (in-charge of
Security).

3. Permission for Issuing Instructions:

The Assistant Development Commissioner
must seek permission before issuing any
such instructions regarding vehicle checking.
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Kindly ensure strict compliance with
the above-mentioned conditions for smooth
operations and to uphold the security
protocols of SEEPZ SEZ.

This issues with approval of the
Development Commissioner, SEEPZ-SEZ.
